Q1) Write python classes that define the triangle, square and circle classes from the C++ assignment.

Q2) Write a single python program that tests each class.

Q3) Write a class that creates 100 instances of each class and adds them to a single dictionary with shape type and the number as the key. Print out the dictionary at the end of the program.

Q4) If you got Q3 working you should see that the class instance is not printed correctly. Add a “toString()” method, known as __str__ to each class.

Q5) Using the sed.txt file from last week, write a class that reads in each line from the file and uses array slicing to print the line from 1/3 to 2/3rds of the line.

E.g. The line:

This line has 23 chars

would print

ne has 2
