Q1 Complete the C++ assignment from last week.

Q2 Write a bash script called checktrue.sh that prints out true or false if a given word exists in the dictionary.

Notes, the dictionary is located in /usr/share/dict/words

To run grep in silent mode use grep –q

Remember a bash script must be made executable via chmod +x checktrue.sh

If you need to check the syntax of anything type in the command man bash.

Q3 Try each of the following 5 sed commands on a the following file http://www.cs.nuim.ie/~markh/paradigms/sed.txt and clearly state what each one is doing.
i) sed G

ii) sed ‘/dictionary/G’

iii) sed ‘s/sed/des/g’

iv) sed ‘/^.\{65\}/d’

v) sed ‘/./!d’

If you are really unsure about what is going on, then sed “command” file > outfile.

Then run diff –y outfile sed.txt to get a side by side difference of the changes.
